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PCC £1 million Innovation Fund and The Emergency Services Show 2013

Police and Crime Commissioner for Wiltshire and
Swindon Angus Macpherson launched a £1
million Innovation Fund on 7 June.

The Commissioner is looking to fund community
and voluntary initiatives throughout Wiltshire and
Swindon which will help towards achieving his six
main priorities as set out in his Police and Crime
Plan.

The Commissioner's six main priorities are,
working with communities are partners to:

®  Reduce crime and anti-social behaviour
Protect the most vulnerable in society
Put victims and witnesses first

Reduce offending and re-offending
Drive up standards of customer service

Ensure unfailing and timely response to
calls for assistance.

The funding will be awarded in three tranches as
follows:

®  £400,000 by 31 July 2013 in respect of
applications received by 15 July 2013

®  £300,000 by 30 November 2013 in
respect of applications received by
15 November 2013

®  £300,000 by 31 March 2014 in respect
of applications received by 15 March
2014.

Any organisation with aims and activities that
meet the criteria can apply for funding. Any funds
not awarded in one tranche will be ‘rolled-over’ to
the next funding tranche.

The £1 million Innovation Fund is being funded
from Office of the PCC reserves. The
Commissioner will consult with an advisory panel,
made up of representatives from Wiltshire Police,
Wiltshire Council, Swindon Borough Council and
The Community Foundation for Wiltshire and
Swindon, before deciding which applications to
fund.

Your neighbourhood priorities

The Swindon South
Neighbourhood Policing Team
(NPT) is working on the priorities
listed below. These have been
identified through consulting with
residents in the area. We are
committed to tackling these
issues to ensure our
communities are a safe place to
live and work.

Croft Road Park and Ride:

We have received a number of
complaints from the public
regarding drivers entering and
exiting the Croft Park and Ride
site in contravention of the
intended routes. The site was
designed for vehicles travelling
into it from the direction of
Wroughton; however, this
appears no longer to be the case
with a large number of vehicles
coming from the northern
approach roads.

We have engaged with the
Council's Highways Department
over an engineered long term
solution we will be conducting
high visibility patrols to educate
drivers and where necessary,
carry out enforcement action
against those drivers who
continue to ignore the traffic
regulations.

Speeding:

Speeding continues to be a
regularly reported issue across
the NPT as a whole.

We are working with our
Community Speedwatch
partners to provide ongoing

support. Officers from your NPT
will also continue to target the
locations reported as being the
worst affected in each of the
areas we police.

Non-dwelling burglaries:
Earlier in 2013 we reported
that several villages across the
Swindon South Policing area
had been subjected to a
number of burglaries to
residential sheds and garages.
We have reported in this
newsletter that Broome Manor
has also recently been affected
by this type of activity. Your
policing team have previously
had success in making arrests
and recovering property. But
we will continue to target the
areas affected and regularly
carry out additional patrols
focussing on the vulnerable
areas identified.

During June, information has
been received about a company
which targets the elderly and
vulnerable members of society
with unsolicited telephone calls
offering an intruder alarm system.
Sometimes there is a suggestion
that the company is responding to
a recent crime; at other times
there is a suggestion they are
working with or for the local police
service. The company will cold
call the householder and offer a
‘free’ alarm system. If the calls are
accepted they then progress to
using hard sell tactics to sign
people up to monitoring contracts.
The prices quoted for alarm
systems vary from free to up to
£5000 or more. If the system is
offered free of charge, there is an
administration fee. It is common
for these companies not to be
registered with any of the Security
Industry Regulatory organisations.
Police advise never to buy goods
from cold calling companies. If
you require the service offered,
research companies and get at
least three quotes. Check if the
company is registered with the
Wiltshire Council Trading
Standards Buy With Confidence
Scheme. For alarms, ensure they
are registered with the National
Security Industry (NSI).

Crime News Rural consultations

Broome Manor activity:
Recently a spate of thefts from
vehicles, garages and sheds
in the Broome Manor area
revealed that a male had been
found crawling under a car by
one resident around midnight
and another male, or the same
one, was seen around 4am
leaving a garage before trying
the doors of vehicles on the
driveway by another resident.
Neither of these were reported
but had they been there would
have been a much greater
chance of making an arrest
and preventing offences from
taking place

Off Road Motorbikes:

A problem on the increase is
the riding of motorbikes in off
road locations. If you are
thinking of going off road then
you should ensure that you are
doing so legally. The only
places that off road vehicles
can be lawfully ridden are on
private property with the direct
permission of the land owner.
Swindon Council owns the
majority of the parks and
generally do not permit off
road bikes. Use of footpaths,
bridle paths, old railway lines
and wasteland are also
prohibited. If you need to
report off road activity, please
give as much detail as you can
regarding the rider, the bike,
the exact location, direction of
travel and registration number,
if you can see one.
